SCORING

Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series. There will be no
throwouts.

BERTHING

Housing is available---The Stallings' House on the Neuse River has been rented and
has accommodation for peoplefilling 18 beds. Not all are doubles. Some rooms are
dormitory like. However, the cost per head will be $60 and includes both Friday and
Saturday nights. Reservations must be made and paid for in advance. Otherwise
it'll befirst come, first served!!! Camping will be allowed on the lawn with a $10
shower and head fee for the house. Camping fees will be collected on site.
Prepayment is OK.

Launching and overnight parking---Launching can occur at the Wildlife ramp at the
end of Midyette St. Overnight parking will be allowed at the ramp by Special Permit
acquired by the Class Association. Additional parking is available on Grace Evans
lawn and also at Gordon LeGrand’ s storage area a short distance up Midyette Street.
Boats will be able to remain rigged overnight.

Prizes will be given asfollows: First, second, third and fourth place trophies will be
awarded. The perpetua trophy will be awarded to the first place winner.
